CURRENT TBCP APPLICATION REVIEW UPDATE
 NTIA received 301 applications, totaling 424 proposed projects

« Applications represent 452 Tribal Governments, totaling 75% of Tribal
Lands in the lower 48 states, Alaska, and HawaAii

« The total amount of funding requested totaled over $5.88 billion (6x
over subscribed)

« Each application and project requires extensive review and curing, as
applicable, to be considered for funding

« Applications must pass merit review with a score of at least 70 points

to move on to programmatic review and consideration for funding
